General

The foIIowmg general items were raised and debated by the meeting:
SESSA needs to make its supportive stance on policies such as a feed-in-law heard
Council should prepare a prioritised list of what must be done.
Work must get underway to formalise the possibility of installation of Solar Water
Heaters as part of electrical geyser replacements or repairs under insurance claims,
this is currently not possible.
Note was made of the upcoming DME Minister’s budget vote speech on 25" of May
and the importance of SESSA’s participation in data collection for monitoring of the
national renewable energy target.
SESSA has always been in position to impress upon decision makers the need for
proactive sustainable energy policies and needs to remain thus.
The Minister and deputy minister are taking renewable energy seriously particularly
given the Cape Town electricity supply crisis.
Solar thermal power was noted as an option for South African electricity generation
mix.
